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RESUMEN

La hepatectomia no es e] unico tratamiento de los abcesos amebianos del
higado. La puncién hepética, que conduce en ultimo término al diagnéstico
de la hepatitis amebiana supurativa, puede utilizarse igualmente como ms$-
todo terapéutico. Razonando su indicacién y realizdndola con técnica rigu-
rosa, no entrafia peligro alguno. En cambio permite el lavado y la evacua-
ci6n de la cavidad del abceso, introducir sustancias que facilitan la licuefac-
cién del pus, inyectar medicamentos (antibidticos, emetina) y sustancias
opacas de rdpida reabsorcién para el control radiogréfico. Cuando la evo-
lucidn clinica y radiolégica obligue a repetir la puncidén mds de 4 o 5 ve-
ces, es aconsejable colocar un tubo de pldstico que permite proseguir el tra-

tamiento.

SUMMARY

Treatment of Liver Amebic Abcesses by repeated

aspiration and introduction of drugs in situ

Hepatectomy should not be considered as
the sole treatment of amebic abcesses, and its
indications may be dicussed to the benefit
other methods. The puncture of the liver, clas-
sically considered as being the last diagnostical
step in amebic suppurative hepatitis, may
equally be employed as a means of treatment
fort this lesions. If correctly carried out, for
rational indications and with an accurate tech-
nique, the puncture of the liver is not a dan-
gerous practice. Repeated punctures may be
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performed with therapeutic aims in view: eva-
cuation and washing-out of the cavity, intro-
duction of sustances to help the liquefaction
of the pus and of rapidly resorbed medicinal
substances for radiographic control.

To allow the continuance of treatment and
according to the radiological and clinical evo-
lution of the abcess, repeated punctures (4 or
5) must be replaced by installing a set of plas-
tic tubes.
